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RESUMEN

La educacion inclusiva representa un desafio global que exige garantizar la equidad
y el acceso universal a la educacién para todas las personas. En Colombia, si bien
la legislacion ha progresado en la orientacién de la respuesta educativa bajo este
enfoque, persisten desafios en su implementacion, evidencidndose una brecha
significativa entre la normativa y la realidad cotidiana de las aulas. En este contexto,
partiendo de la experiencia significativa del “Coro de Inclusion” la presente
investigacion propone una fundamentacion tedrica sobre la experiencia de la
practica musical compartida entre el estudiantado Sordo y oyente, como un
dispositivo mediador para una educacion mas inclusiva.

Entendida la educacidon inclusiva como un proceso dindmico que requiere la
integracion de la teoria con la praxis pedagdgica, esta propuesta va mas alla de la
ensefianza musical, promoviendo a través de la musica la interaccion equitativa
entre estudiantes Sordos y oyentes y favoreciendo la sensibilizacion y el
reconocimiento de la cultura Sorda. La investigacion resalta la importancia de
transformar la percepcién de la sordera, pasando de un modelo basado en la
discapacidad a un enfoque desde la perspectiva socioantropoldgica, situando al
estudiante Sordo como miembro de una comunidad con su propia lengua e
identidad cultural. Asimismo, destaca la necesidad de considerar sus caracteristicas
sociolinguisticas en la implementacion de acciones educativas dirigidas a este
colectivo. Este estudio se orienta desde la perspectiva socio-critica buscando la
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transformacion social
mediante la participacion activa de los actores educativos. Se analizan los procesos
inclusivos en la educaciéon de estudiantes Sordos en un colegio publico de
Bucaramanga, destacando el impacto de la practica musical compartida. La
investigacion aborda las dimensiones politicas, culturales
Practicas de la inclusion educativa, tomando como referencia el "index para la
Inclusion" de Booth y Ainscow (2000). Se evidencia como la educacion inclusiva
sigue siendo un proceso en construccion, marcado por desafios como la brecha
entre la normativa y su aplicacion, las barreras linguisticas y la resistencia al cambio
en las practicas pedagogicas
El estudio se estructura en cuatro dimensiones investigativas interconectadas: la
dimensién ontoldgica, que considera los antecedentes del trabajo del coro, el
contexto y el rol activo del investigador, articulando bases tedrico-conceptuales,
politicas y epistemologicas que dan forma al enfoque del estudio; la dimension
epistemoldgica-politica, que justifica el conocimiento generado en relacién con el
derecho a la educacién y los marcos normativos que sustentan la inclusion,
asegurando que la investigacion se enmarque en principios democraticos y de
transformacién social; la dimension tedrica-conceptual, que desarrolla el marco de
referencia de la investigacion, abordando enfoques inclusivos en la educacién y la
relevancia de la musica como herramienta pedagdgica y la articulacion con la
musicoterapia en los procesos de educacion inclusiva; y, finalmente, la dimension
metodoldgica-tecnoldgica, que describe la ruta metodologica empleada y las
estrategias utilizadas en la investigacion, garantizando coherencia entre el marco
tedrico y su aplicacién en la practica educativa.
Este estudio cualitativo empled la investigacidon-accion educativa como ruta
metodoldgica, se desarroll6 mediante un proceso de cinco fases, estructuradas de
acuerdo con los objetivos planteados y los principios de flexibilidad e interactividad
inherentes a la metodologia de investigacion-accion, que permitieron cumplir con el
objetivo general a través del analisis y la reflexion surgidos de la interaccién entre
teoria, practica y el conocimiento profundo de los actores involucrados en este
contexto.
La consolidacion de los hallazgos proporcioné una visibn mas amplia sobre la
concepcion, participacion y aprendizaje musical del estudiantado Sordo. Se
establecieron fundamentos epistemoldgicos que incorporaron elementos de la
musicoterapia para transformar la perspectiva desde la cual se conciben y orientan
las acciones educativas musicales hacia esta comunidad. Ademas, se proponen
estrategias y recursos pedagoégicos adaptados que garantizan su participacion y
aprendizaje en coherencia con sus caracteristicas sociolingtiisticas.
Este enfoque inclusivo trasciende el cumplimiento de normativas y aborda la
complejidad de la inclusién del estudiantado sordo considerando las implicaciones
relacionadas con su identidad y cultura. Asimismo, posiciona la practica musical
como un dispositivo mediador que fortalece los valores inclusivos desde una
metodologia basada en el apoyo mutuo y la colaboracion.
Se destaca la funcion social de la musica como un arte que une y reane diversas
culturas, lenguas y capacidades. Mediante los conciertos, se contribuye al
empoderamiento del estudiantado y se sensibiliza a la comunidad sobre la cultura
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Sorda. En este sentido, la musica trasciende los objetivos meramente musicales y
estéticos, asumiendo matices sociales y politicos que promueven la transformacion
social, mas alla de las barreras escolares.

ABSTRACT

Inclusive education represents a global challenge that demands ensuring equity and
universal access to education for all individuals. In Colombia, although legislation
has progressed in guiding educational responses under this approach, challenges
persist in its implementation, revealing a significant gap between regulations and the
everyday reality of classrooms. In this context, based on the significant experience
of the "Inclusion Choir,"” this research proposes a theoretical foundation on the
experience of shared musical practice between Deaf and hearing students as a
mediating device for more inclusive education.

Inclusive education is understood as a dynamic process that requires the integration
of theory with pedagogical praxis. This proposal goes beyond music education,
promoting equitable interaction between Deaf and hearing students through music
while fostering awareness and recognition of Deaf culture. The research highlights
the importance of transforming the perception of deafness, shifting from a disability-
based model to an approach from a socio-anthropological perspective, positioning
Deaf students as members of a community with their own language and cultural
identity. Likewise, it emphasizes the need to consider their sociolinguistic
characteristics in the implementation of educational actions aimed at this group.

This study is framed within a socio-critical perspective, seeking social transformation
through the active participation of educational actors. It analyzes inclusive processes
in the education of Deaf students in a public school in Bucaramanga, highlighting
the impact of shared musical practice. The research addresses the political, cultural,
and practical dimensions of educational inclusion, using Booth and Ainscow's Index
for Inclusion (2000) as a reference. It evidences how inclusive education remains a
work in progress, marked by challenges such as the gap between regulations and
their application, linguistic barriers, and resistance to change in pedagogical
practices.

The study is structured around four interconnected research dimensions: the
ontological dimension, which considers the background of the choir's work, the
context, and the researcher's active role, articulating theoretical-conceptual, political,
and epistemological foundations that shape the study’s approach; the
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Epistemological-political dimension, which justifies the knowledge generated in
relation to the right to education and the legal frameworks that support inclusion,
ensuring that the research aligns with democratic principles and social
transformation; the theoretical-conceptual dimension, which develops the research

framework by addressing inclusive approaches in education, the relevance of music
as a pedagogical tool, and its articulation with music therapy in inclusive education
processes; the methodological-technological dimension, which describes the
methodological route followed and the strategies used in the research, ensuring
coherence between the theoretical framework and its application in educational
practice.

This qualitative study employed educational action research as a methodological
route, developed through a five-phase process structured according to the stated
objectives and the principles of flexibility and interactivity inherent to action research.
These elements allowed for the fulfillment of the general objective through analysis
and reflection arising from the interaction between theory, practice, and the deep
knowledge of the actors involved in this context.

The consolidation of findings provided a broader perspective on the conception,
participation, and musical learning of Deaf students. Epistemological foundations
were established that incorporated elements of music therapy to transform the
perspective from which musical educational actions for this community are
conceived and guided. Additionally, adapted pedagogical strategies and resources
are proposed to ensure their participation and learning in alignment with their
sociolinguistic characteristics.

This inclusive approach goes beyond merely complying with regulations and
addresses the complexity of including Deaf students by considering the implications
related to their identity and culture. Furthermore, it positions musical practice as a
mediating device that strengthens inclusive values through a methodology based on
mutual support and collaboration.

The social function of music is emphasized as an art that unites and brings together
diverse cultures, languages, and abilities. Through concerts, the empowerment of
students is fostered, and awareness of Deaf culture is raised within the community.
In this sense, music transcends purely musical and aesthetic objectives, assuming
social and political nuances that promote social transformation beyond school
barriers.
