Se ha normalizado, a nivel internacional, la expresion en el actuar delictivo del
narcotrafico bajo la frase: “el narcotrafico es el combustible que alimenta los Grupos
Armados Organizados (GAQO)”, estructuras criminales que, durante mas de tres décadas,
con un mayor impacto en el siglo actual, fueron quienes motivaron el apoyo irrestricto
gue ha recibido Colombia de los Estados Unidos, especialmente desde la década de los
80’s con el surgimiento del Plan Colombia o Plan de Paz para Colombia, y es fruto,
precisamente, de la violencia generada por las guerrillas colombianas, caso las Fuerzas
Armadas Revolucionarias de Colombia (FARC) y El Ejército de Liberaciébn Nacional
(ELN), al igual que el Ejecito de Liberacion Popular (EPL). Inicialmente, los esfuerzos por

combatir este fendbmeno, que ha permeado la sociedad sin discriminar comunidad alguna
y, de las cuales, los entornos escolares se han venido convirtiendo en uno de los
principales escenarios utilizados por las bandas criminales, hoy de impacto urbano,
mediante la instrumentalizacion de Nifios, Nifias y Adolescentes (NNA) que cada vez, a
menor edad, se han dejado persuadir por los comercializadores de drogas bajo la
modalidad de micro trafico o comercializacion a baja escala, no sélo para el consumo de
sustancias psicoactivas (SPA), sino que hoy participan de la comercializacién de las
mismas, al interior y fuera de los claustros escolares. En consecuencia, es el objetivo del
presente ensayo, contextualizar esta problematica que hoy corroe a NNA generando
violencia, desercion escolar y otros impactos de tipo psicoldgico, ante lo cual el actuar
de las autoridades viene endureciendo, desde lo juridico, esta conducta punitiva

sistematicamente en crecimiento. Como marco conceptual del ejercicio, se aborda la
construccion del perfil psicolégico de quienes comisionan para cometer el delito de
narcotrafico, lo cual atiende una conducta particular para infringir la ley so pena de las

para el mismo. Asi mismo, paso seguido, se conceptualiza sobre las Estrategias de
contencion del delito, ante lo cual, desde lo pedagdgico estos comportamientos que ya
no pueden ser considerados como hechos ocasionales, transitorios o coyunturales, y sus
nefastas consecuencias, no solo para quienes delinquen, sino para sus estructuras y
grupos familiares, se han convertido en problematica social requiriendo escalarla a una
politica pubica de salud mental. Finalmente, una vez abordados los conceptos de
soporte tedrico, se logra concluir, entre otros hallazgos, son diversas las antitesis que,
por razones obvias contraian la hipotesis o tesis inicial acerca de los efectos positivos de
programas y estrategias pedagogicas hacia la sensibilizacion de NNA y de las mismas
instituciones educativas y todos sus actores; al igual, medidas de orden juridico y penal,
a pesar que insisten en la prevencion via la intervencion de los entes de control, las cifras
dan cuenta de cdmo este flagelo se agudiza mas, especialmente por el actuar de las ya
mencionadas células urbanas que ahora, mas que nunca, le apuestan a otras
presentaciones de droga y alucinégenos que han logrado un real impacto, pasando del
mayor consumo en adolescentes, a infantes en el nivel escolar.

Prevention and intervention of the crime of micro-trafficking in school
environments that affect Boys, Girls and Adolescents (NNA) in Colombian
Educational Institutions

ABSTRACT

The expression in the criminal act of drug trafficking has been normalized internationally
under the phrase: "drug trafficking is the fuel that feeds the Organized Armed Groups
(GAO)", criminal structures that, for more than three decades, with a greater impact in the
current century, were the ones who motivated the unrestricted support that Colombia has
received from the United States, especially since the 1980s with the emergence of the
Plan Colombia or Peace Plan for Colombia, and it is the result, precisely, of the violence
generated by the Colombian guerrillas, such as the Revolutionary Armed Forces of
Colombia (FARC) and the National Liberation Army (ELN), as well as the Popular
Liberation Army (EPL). Initially, efforts to combat this phenomenon, which has permeated
society without discriminating against any community and, of which, school environments
have become one of the main scenarios used by criminal gangs, today with an urban
impact, through the instrumentalization of Boys, Girls and Adolescents (NNA) that
increasingly, at a younger age, have allowed themselves to be persuaded by drug dealers
under the modality of micro-trafficking or small-scale marketing, not only for the
consumption of psychoactive substances (SPA), but today they participate of the
commercialization of themselves, inside and outside the school cloisters. Consequently,
it is the objective of this essay, to contextualize this problem that today corrodes NNA
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generating violence, school
desertion and other psychological impacts, before which the actions of the authorities
have been hardening, from the legal point of view, this punitive

and systematic behavior. Growing. As a conceptual framework of the exercise, the
construction of the psychological profile of those who commission to commit the crime of
drug trafficking is addressed, which addresses a particular conduct to break the law under
penalty of the sentences established for it. Likewise, step by step, the Crime Containment
Strategies are conceptualized, in view of which, from the pedagogical point of view, these
behaviors that can no longer be considered as occasional, transitory or circumstantial
events, and their dire consequences, not only for those who commit crimes, but for their
structures and family groups, they have become a social problem requiring escalation to
a public mental health policy. Finally, once the concepts of theoretical support have been
addressed, it is possible to conclude, among other findings, there are various antitheses
that, for obvious reasons, contradicted the initial hypothesis or thesis about the positive
effects of pedagogical programs and strategies towards the awareness of NNA and of the
educational institutions themselves and all their actors; likewise, legal and criminal
measures, despite insisting on prevention through the intervention of control entities, the
figures show how this scourge is becoming more acute, especially due to the actions of
the aforementioned urban cells that now More than ever, they are betting on other
presentations of drugs and hallucinogens that have achieved a real impact, going from
the highest consumption in adolescents to infants at the school level.
