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RESUMEN

Este proyecto de investigacion analiza la Ley 1761 de 2015 en Colombia, que tipifica el
feminicidio como un delito autbnomo. A pesar de su promulgacion, los casos de feminicidio
siguen siendo comunes, lo que plantea la necesidad de evaluar la efectividad de la ley y los
factores que limitan su aplicacion. La investigacion aborda diferentes perspectivas,
incluyendo la psicologia, que examina la personalidad del agresor; el trabajo social, que se

centra en la atencion a las victimas; y el &mbito juridico, que analiza la tipificacion del delito.

El objetivo principal es rastrear la evolucion de la ley y evaluar su impacto en la reduccion de
feminicidios. Se utilizard una metodologia cualitativa, incluyendo analisis de textos y revision
de trabajos previos, para reconstruir la historia del feminicidio en Colombia. Al final, se busca
determinar si los mecanismos legales son suficientes y si las victimas tienen acceso a los
recursos necesarios, contribuyendo asi a mejorar las politicas publicas en la lucha contra el

feminicidio.

ABSTRACT

This research project analyzes Law 1761 of 2015 in Colombia, which classifies femicide as an
autonomous crime. Despite its enactment, cases of femicide remain common, raising the need to
evaluate the effectiveness of the law and the factors that limit its application. The research
addresses different perspectives, including psychology, which examines the personality of the
aggressor; social work, which focuses on care for victims; and the legal field, which analyzes the

classification of the crime.

The main objective is to trace the evolution of the law and evaluate its impact on reducing

femicides. A qualitative methodology will be used, including text analysis and review of
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previous works, to reconstruct the history of femicide in Colombia. In the end, it seeks to
determine whether legal mechanisms are sufficient and whether victims have access to the

necessary resources, thus contributing to improving public policies in the fight against femicide.
