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RESUMEN

Antecedentes: Actualmente, el emprendimiento social se reconoce como una gran
alternativa para fomentar los cambios sociales y colectivos anhelados por diversos
gobiernos. En esta ocasién, se estudia este tema dentro del contexto de Panama,
para reconocer cOmo en ese pais se puede fomentar el cambio y la creacion de
valor para la sociedad, de qué manera se ofrecen soluciones creativas frente a
diferentes problemas de indole socioeconémico.

Objetivo: Realizar un analisis documental acerca de las caracteristicas y el estado
del emprendimiento social en Panama, para identificar oportunidades que
favorezcan en el mercado.
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Materiales y Meétodos: Se aplica una investigacion documental, basada
principalmente en la literatura académica, gubernamental e internacional acerca los
aspectos caracteristicos del emprendimiento social en Panama. La investigacion
sera de corte descriptivo, ya que se busca especialmente particularizar qué
aspectos caracterizan el emprendimiento social y los factores que inhiben su
desarrollo. Por lo tanto, para recolectar la informacion se utilizan fuentes
secundarias provenientes de bases de datos académicas y gubernamentales de
internacional.
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Resultados: Los resultados encontrados ayudan a reconocer que el pais tiene un
nivel de emprendimiento de un 13,8%, en comparacién a paises como Colombia,
Guatemala y Chile donde tienen mas del 30%. La falta de ayuda estatal y
gubernamental es un factor que inhibe su desarrollo. Igualmente, segun estudios de
la OIT (2016) Panama posee una capacidad emprendedora del 8,5%, lo que quiere
decir que se encuentra en un nivel bajo en comparacion a otros paises latinos como
Ecuador, Chile y Colombia.

Conclusiones: El emprendimiento social en Panama necesita seguirse afianzando.
Los resultados indican que este aspecto esta decadente dada a la falta de incentivos
y recursos por parte de las instituciones publicas del Estado. La falta de
oportunidades estatales y poco reconocimiento en las agendas politicas, hacen que
los emprendimientos se enfoquen meramente desde una visibn muy econdémico,
pero desde el aspecto social se encuentra ausente.

ABSTRACT

Background: Currently, social entrepreneurship is recognized as a great alternative
to promote social and collective changes desired by various governments. On this
occasion, this topic is studied within the context of Panama, to recognize how in that
country change and the creation of value for society can be promoted, in what way
creative solutions are offered to different problems of a socio-economic nature.

Objective: The purpose of this article is to apply a documentary and theoretical
analysis about the aspects that characterize social entrepreneurship in Panama, to
identify what types of practices favor its consolidation or not. For this, it is proposed
as a specific goal to characterize its current state, to investigate what types of social
enterprises have been developed in that country and to analyze how it is
consolidated in that country.

Materials and Methods: A documentary research is applied, based mainly on
academic, governmental and international literature about the characteristic aspects
of social entrepreneurship in Panama. The research will be descriptive in nature,
since it seeks especially to particularize what aspects characterize social
entrepreneurship and the factors that inhibit its development. Therefore, to collect
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the information, secondary sources from international academic and governmental
databases are used.
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Results: The results found help to recognize that the country has an
entrepreneurship level of 13.8%, compared to countries such as Colombia,
Guatemala and Chile where they have more than 30%. The lack of state and
government aid is a factor that inhibits its development. Likewise, according to ILO
studies (2016), Panama has an entrepreneurial capacity of 8.5%, which means that
it is at a low level compared to other Latin countries such as Ecuador, Chile and
Colombia.

Conclusions: Social entrepreneurship in Panama needs to continue strengthening.
The results indicate that this aspect is in decline due to the lack of incentives and
resources on the part of the public institutions of the State. The lack of state
opportunities and little recognition in the political agendas mean that the
undertakings are approached merely from a very economic perspective, but from the
social aspect it is absent.
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
