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RESUMEN

Antecedentes:

La coinfeccién entre el Virus de Hepatitis B-VHB y el Virus de Inmunodeficiencia
Humana-VIH es un evento que se puede presentar en pacientes con determinadas
caracteristicas segun diversos estudios relacionados. Su prevalencia es variada,
pero no muy conocida en el pais y en la costa caribe de Colombia.

Objetivos:

Caracterizar y determinar la prevalencia de coinfeccién entre VIH/VHB en la
poblacion adulta atendida en la Clinica de la Costa en la ciudad de Barranquilla en
el periodo comprendido de 01 de Enero de 2.010 a 31 de Diciembre de 2017.

Materiales y Métodos:

Se realiz6 un estudio descriptivo, retrospectivo, transversal en pacientes adultos
infectados con VIH para determinar la prevalencia de coinfeccion con el VHB, la
recoleccion datos se hizo a través de historias clinicas de una clinica de alta
complejidad con un bajo riesgo.
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Resultados:

Se encontré un 6,09% de coinfeccion, siendo mas frecuente el sexo masculino,
con una edad media de 41,30+13,23 afios, proviniendo mas del 50% de la ciudad
de Barranquilla, siendo el 50% casados, con ocupacion variada, pero con mayor
frecuencia para las amas de casa, en una poblacion afiliada al régimen subsidiado
y con antecedentes en mas del 50% de uso de sustancias psicoactivas.
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Conclusiones:

La coinfeccion entre HIV y Hepatitis B presenta cifras de incidencia que difieren
segun las regiones del planeta. EI género masculino es el mas afectado. Se
relacionan con la coinfeccion factores socioculturales, economicos y de
comportamiento. La poblacién de mayor riesgo encontrada en el estudio es amas
de casa. No se cuenta con estudios recientes que traten la coinfeccién en la
poblacion colombiana, por lo que son mas que necesarios, especialmente en
zonas como la regién caribe. El departamento del Atlantico presenta una
prevalencia del VIH elevada con respecto a otros departamentos de la regién.

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Background: ABSTRACT

Objective:

Given the above, it was determined to characterize and determine the prevalence
of HIV / HBV co-infection in the adult population treated at the Costa Clinic in the
city of Barranquilla in the period from January 1, 2010 to December 31, 2017.

Materials and Methods:

A descriptive, retrospective, cross-sectional study was conducted in adult HIV-
infected patients to determine the prevalence of HBV coinfection, data collection
was done through clinical records of a high complexity clinic with a low risk.

Results:

A 6.09% co-infection was found, the male sex being more frequent, with an
average age of 41.30 £+ 13.23 years, with more than 50% of the city of Barranquilla,
50% being married, with varied occupation but more frequently for housewives, in
a population affiliated with the subsidized regime and with a background in more
than 50% use of psychoactive substances.

Conclusions:

Co-infection between HIV and Hepatitis B has incidence figures that differ
according to the regions of the planet. The male gender is the most affected.
Sociocultural, economic and behavioral factors are related to coinfection. The
highest risk population found in the study is housewives. There are no recent
studies dealing with coinfection in the Colombian population, so they are more than
necessary, especially in areas such as the Caribbean region. The department of
Atlantico has a high prevalence of HIV compared to other departments in the
region.
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
